Christ Lag in Todesbanden

During the Easter season we are singing verses from the Easter hymn Christ Lag in Todes-
banden (ELW 370) by the German composer Johann Walter (1496-1570) based on a text by
Martin Luther (1483-1546). Walter and Luther collaborated on a number of Reformation era
hymns, including the 1524 hymnal GEISTLICHE GESANGBUCHLEIN. During the Reformation
period, Luther translated a number of plainsong hymn texts into German, the vernacular lan-
guage. In the case of Christ Lag in Todesbanden, the latin hymn Victimae Paschali (ELW 371)
and Christ ist erstanden (ELW 372) are forerunners and related in both text and tune.

Singing and Ringing
There is plenty of music making on Thursday evenings at Christ Lutheran.

Pipe Organ Fact: 143 years old!

Our organ was originally built by the Westfield, MA firm of Wm. Johnson & Son in 1874 (Opus
401) for the Odd Fellows Hall in Haverhill, MA. Andover purchased and removed it in 1972, just
days before the Hall, scheduled for demolition, was destroyed by arson. We rebuilt the organ
with a new fagade and some tonal changes, and installed it in Christ Lutheran Church in 1977.
In 2012, two stops (Great 168 Bour don, Swell 83 Dulciana)
additions, no major work has been done on the organ since its installation. It has given four de-
cades of reliable service to Christ Lutheran Church.
